ELIGIBILITY:

To be eligible to apply for the 2020 Kurt M. Chenowith memorial scholarship a student 

must:

· Graduate from a Harford or Baltimore County high school with an unweighted

GPA  between 2.0 and 3.75

· Provide verification of enrollment to an accredited two or four year college or 

technical school

· Complete the ENTIRE application and personally write the essay

· Be a United States Citizen

· Include a letter of recommendation

Scholarship application process:

The application process will attempt to have student representation from all Harford and

Baltimore County high schools.  The competitive process will be based on your essay, 

resume, and letters of reference.  The selection committee will be looking for individuals

who have demonstrated themselves to be upstanding members of their community.  

The committee will review all of the information supplied in the application including the 

GPA, However of more importance is the weight that is allocated towards the essay 

portion of the application and the letter of recommendation completed by a peer.
